LIFE TOGETHER, KEEPING MARRIAGE ALIVE 
 

While modern society makes us tolerant of  
divorce following marital breakdown, in todayôs 
Gospel Christ invites us to reflect on the ideal of 
permanence of marriage and on the value of 
lifelong commitment. His words on the  
indissolubility of marriage set an ideal that is 
sometimes difficult for our generation, when we are so much influenced 
by a libertarian ideology that prizes personal fulfilment above all else.  
 
As a result, many would see todayôs Gospel as impracticable for our 
times. How can a couple be expected to stay together for possibly 50 
years, given todayôs longevity? The sad truth is that not all marriages 
work out well. Some marry in haste, and some may not have what it 
takes to live in a lifelong relationship. But following Jesus we at least 
support the ideal he laid down: that marriage is meant to last for a  
lifetime. 
 
On their wedding day, a couple set out on a journey, which hopefully will 
lead them into a deeper love and partnership with the passing years. 
Possibly their early love for each other has a quality of infatuation, or 
feeling desired; and our emotions, while good and useful, are largely 
outside our control. True, lasting love is more based on decision than 
emotion. While óIô may not control my emotions, óIô can renew a decision 
every day.  
 
Our Catholic Church sees marriage as a covenant between a woman 
and a man, who enter a partnership of their whole lives. It is a  
life-project, a vocation for which they receive the grace of a special  
Sacrament to make it viable. For a marriage to succeed requires a  
constant effort of goodwill, to cooperate with the grace of God. The  
couple should foster a relationship that is dynamic, never static; some 
say that if it is not moving forward, it is going backwards.  
 
Living in married love with another means dying to self in many little 
ways, because love is a kind of laying down a life for oneôs friend. Our 
faith says that it is only by dying to self that we can give life to others, 
which carries within it, Christôs promise of eternal life.

"The Pharisees approached Jesus and asked, 'Is it lawful for a husband to divorce his wife?' 
They were testing him". Mark10:2  

 
If love is to be pure and holy, it must rise above erroneous interpretations of love and be lived in the 
way it was intended to be lived. Pure love is always self-giving. It is sacrificial. It always looks to the 
good of the other. Love is total and must be irrevocable. Love forges a bond that should never be  

broken. It must endure everything and is possible only when it is grounded in the love that God has for 
us.  Reflect, today, upon the way that you love. Does the hardness of your heart lead you to  

misrepresent the love God wants  you to share with others? Do you minimize the requirements of love? 
Is your love total, irrevocable, and freely given? Is your love self-seeking or self-giving? Reflect upon 
the pure and holy nature of the love God has offered to you, and recommit yourself to offer this same 
depth of love to God and to others so that the covenants that result from your love will always endure.
